Dear Friend, 
 
As Parliament returns this fall, it has become evident that Stephen Harper has no credibility and his 

government cannot be trusted by Canadians. Take the most recent example: their job-killing $13 

billion EI payroll tax grab. Stephen Harper said he would not raise taxes, but his fiscal update 

increased EI payroll taxes by $13 billion ï putting the cost of their exploding $56-billion deficit 

onto the backs of Canadian workers and employers.   
 
Letôs look at their economic record. Just a year ago, Stephen Harper denied that there would be a 

recession, and then told us the stock-market crash was a great buying opportunity at the same time 

as retirement savings were evaporating. He said there would be no deficit.  They squandered the 

Liberal governmentôs surplus, at first sinking the country in $34-billion of red ink, which then 

swelled to $50 billion and now weôre up to a record $56 billion. Add in the fact the record job 

losses and record bankruptcies under Harper have taken Canada from the best economy in the G7 

to the worst, and we can only conclude that this government is a source of economic instability. 
 
Liberals have cleaned up Conservative messes before and weôll do it again. We know what people 

think of having another election.  But as the Official Opposition, our job is to oppose, and that is 

what we are doing - because weôve lost confidence in this government. If the other parties in 

Parliament also decide to vote against the government, we will be ready to present Canadians with 

a clear choice about what kind of Canada they want.   
 
Weôve seen the true character of Stephen Harper, who behind closed doors is the Reform Stephen 

Harper that heôs always been ï and he will never, ever change. He says he wants to use a majority 

government to teach Canadians ña lesson.ò  He calls good citizens like women, minorities and the 

disabled ñleft-wing fringe groupsò and our independent judiciary ñleft-wing ideologues.ò He wants 

to "get rid of" the gun control registry that protects our policemen and women every day.  
 
The Reform-Conservativesô true agenda is an agenda we want to stop. We will offer a plan that 

creates jobs and growth for today and for tomorrow.  A plan that will invest in people, in 

communities and in our businesses.  A plan that will be fiscally prudent.  A plan that will give 

Canadians a guarantee that government will be there for them today and there to help them build 

for the future.
